Bevan is retired after spending his working life as a director in the 
family printing business, apart from 2½ years in the RAF soon after 
World War II.  His time in the RAF was spent in radio, doing a 12 
month course and then becoming an instructor teaching theory and 
practical radio servicing on airborne transmitters and receivers. 
 
His latter years in the printing trade were spent mostly in the 
darkroom, working on a process camera, producing A3 film in Lith 
form, i.e. no tones, just black and white negatives to produce litho 
printing plates.  This prompted a greater interest in photography in 
general, and graduating from the holiday type snapshot camera to 
an Olympus OM10 with manual focus and 50mm lens and later 
acquiring a Vivitar 28to85mm zoom, and taking mostly slides. 
 
Bevan is married to Sheila, having celebrated their Golden Wedding 3 years ago. 
They have a son living in Balsall Common (who has two grown-up daughters one at Bath 
University and the other working in London): and a daughter living in Istanbul, who has a son and 
daughter (Hannah as seen in the portrait competition) both still in the Istanbul International School, 
a beautiful modern earthquake proof building surrounded by countryside. 
 
His conversion to digital was with the original model of the Canon Digital Ixus, being interested in 
its very small pocket size. 
This was a great camera, but had a very short battery life between charges.  His current camera is a 
Canon Power Shot A610, lacking the versatility of an SLR, but producing good pictures within its 
limitations, being easy to carry around and is very user friendly. 
 
His other interests include classical music, including choral singing with the Hinckley Choral 
Union, looking after a fairly large garden and producing his Church’s monthly magazine. 
 
Bevan has been a member of the club for 12 months and has enjoyed every minute of it, making 
new friendships and learning from other member’s expertise. 
He was introduced to it by the first exhibition the club held in the Barwell Methodist Church, of 
which he is a member, and being there for other reasons on the Saturday morning was drawn into 
the display, and was hooked!!

Born in North Lincolnshire in 1953, Keith's interest in photography was kindled at the age of 
seven when he was given an ageing Ensign box camera to take on his first school trip. The camera 
was designed to take E29 film which were by then obsolete, but with the addition of a small spacer, 
it would take a 127 roll film. His father's interest in photography meant that the film was processed 
at home in the suitably darkened bathroom. Initially, contact prints were made, and later 
enlargements on a home made enlarger ( made by his father ). 

It was the sheer magic of seeing the images gradually appear on the blank paper that sparked 
Keith's enthusiasm for photography. The pleasure still continues to this day, although with the 
modern methods of producing prints, the magic is not the same. 

Keith progressed to 120 film with another gift of a Gevabox, and then to 35mm with a Retinette, 
by his early teens. Mid teens saw his first SLR, the Zenith E. (Well, money was tight in those days!) 
This was followed by a Praktica Super TL shortly before Keith began his degree course in 
electronic engineering at Loughborough University. 

The Praktica kit was supplemented with a VLC with interchangeable viewfinders, and along 
with the black & white, Keith started home processing colour slides. 

Subjects for Keith's photography were many and varied – holiday shots, landscapes, close-ups, 
lots of motorcycle racing, but mainly his then girlfriend and now wife, Meryl. 

Keith and Meryl were married just a few months before he graduated from Loughborough and 
they moved into a flat in Leicester's Belgrave Road. Keith started working for GEC in Leicester, 
and after a couple of years they moved to Stoney Stanton, where they raised two beautiful 
daughters. 

Keith's photography dwindled to holiday snaps and colour enprints for a while, but the interest 
was still there and it was re-awakened in the mid 80s with a couple of Jessop's courses on studio 
photography. 

Keith joined the camera club at the beginning of 1986 and achieved some success in the club 
competitions. He also attended several of the 'on location' glamour shoots which were popular at the 
time. 

Keith invested in a Minolta 7000 autofocus SLR when he found his less than perfect eyesight 
was resulting in a lot of unsharp shots, and has stayed with the Minolta system. His favourite lens is 
the 20mm wide angle.

In 1989 Keith returned to Loughborough University for a summer school entitled 'Nude in the 

Landscape',  run by the School of Art. This was, he says, an experience “not to be missed”. 

Keith enjoys all forms of photography – as some of the club members will know, he has even 
experimented with the early photographic processes, presenting to the club a demonstration of Gum 
bichromate printing. He still occasionally uses a 2 1/4 square twin lens reflex Mamiya C330 
alongside his Minolta digital SLR.  

For image processing Keith prefers the freedom of the Linux operating system and open source 
software to the “it's time to pay for another upgrade” approach of Microsoft. 

Keith took the chair of the club from 1997 to 2000 and is currently the club treasurer. 

Keith works in Rugby as a software engineer, working mainly on systems for data acquisition 
and control in the electricity distribution industry. 

He has recently taken up a new leisure pursuit, having completed a course of jive lessons with 
Meryl.
