May. This was the “Image of the year” in which members could enter their favourite print taken 
over the last 18 months. The image may or may not be one entered before in a competition. 
Our judge on this occasion was Stuart Hewins DPAGB from the Fosse Camera Club. 
The winning entry came from Trevor Wain for his “ Night Train “ photograph. Trevor, therefore not 
only won the Photographer of the year for the fifth successive year but also the Image of the year. 
2nd. was “ Ice Cube “ by John Bates and 3rd. was “ Simple Reflections “ by Mike Dawe.

Following a week off for half term, the club re-convened on 3rd. June for its planning meeting and 
AGM. This was very well attended with over 30 members present, thankfully, giving us a quorum 
for the meeting.  
In the Chair for the last time was outgoing Chairman Clive Jarvis. Also standing down were keith 
Mundy, treasurer, and Glynne Wilson, Programme secretary. 
The Officers reports were presented thanking members for their support but especially highlighting 
the growth of the Club over the last 12 months. Keith presented the treasurer’s report showing that 
our finances were in a strong position and we had increased our current balance by £ 78.83 to a total 
of  £ 565.34.during the last year. 
The other salient points were : 
The subscriptions were to remain the same for the following year at £ 10 per term except for the 
Easter to Summer term which would be £5. 
Entries for competitions would now be limited to 2 per person due to the increased number of 
members entering. 
It was agreed that name badges should be worn to assist identification of members 
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Titles and authors should now be displayed on the rear of prints only. 
Panel competitions marks should not count towards Photographer of the year but be a stand alone 
competition. 
AV competitions should also be stand alone. 
A change to the rules will be incorporated to bring us into line with external judging guidelines. 
Other suggestions being considered  were : A young members competition,  an award for most 
improved photographer. 
All competition entries should be E-Mailed or passed by memory stick/CD to Ian Houghton for 
inclusion on the web site. 
A draft planning sheet for the following year was passed to all members but will be subject to 
change. 
A change of venue for the March exhibition was suggested and the new committee will investigate.

Our secretary (Andy) has 
thrown down a gauntlet with his summer challenge of photographs of five castles and will be giving 
us a talk on photography basics to open the new term on September 9th. Hopefully by the start of the 
new programme we will have our new print display boards which will improve our viewing of 
competition entries and provide a good basis for our exhibitions. 
 
Talking of exhibitions, we have our first of the year in the Methodist Church rooms, Earl Shilton 
(situated next to the library and not far from the Co-Op). This will run from 9 am – 3 pm on 
Saturday October 3rd (open to the public 10am-2pm). This coincides with the regular coffee 
morning and hopefully with the position in the village centre we should get some passing trade as 
well. Even so we will still need to make sure that we get as much advertising out as possible. I will 
be generating some posters for the first meeting back, which will need distributing. I also intend to 
approach the Co-op to see if we can have one or two members handing out leaflets in the store on 
the day. We would also like to see members attending to help with setting up, running 
demonstrations and clearing down. Don’t forget we will also want your photographs for this and for 
the display at the Earl Shilton Institute.
