Nikon Problem. 
 
I encountered a problem the other day with the Image Quality format in my DSLR Nikon D50. 
Whilst demonstrating menu facilities to another person I inadvertently switched the Image Quality 
to RAW from Jpeg. This meant that I could not download the images taken in the RAW format in 
the normal way. The print machine at ASDA also could not read these images. After much research 
and help from Geoff Whitelocks and Trevor Wain, I managed to find the solution. 
The basic problem is that RAW or NEF ( Nikon Electronic Format ) images in the Nikon cameras 
can only be read by Nikon Capture 4 software version 4.3 or later or by PictureProject. Other 
cameras may be different. 
The solution is as follows : 

1. Place the SD card in the card reader or attach the camera to the computer using the USB 
adaptor cable in the usual way. 

2. In the pop-up menu that appears, highlight “ Download Images using Adobe Bridge CS3”, 
or whatever version you have, and select OK. 

3. A new pop-up menu will appear called “ Adobe Bridge CS3 Photo Downloader “. You can 
      now enter a new custom name in the requested field. This will open a folder of the same  
      name in My Documents/My Pictures. 
4. You can now select “ Get Photos “ which will begin to load all images from the SD card to  

that folder. You can stop the download when all the RAW images have been transferred. 
5. You now have a new folder under the name you have selected in My Documents/My 
      Pictures. However, when you access that folder, the RAW images will not appear as a 
      Thumbnail but as an icon with just the shot number. 
6 Ensure that you have opened your Photoshop programme and go to File –Open. Select  

My Documents/My Pictures and go to the new folder. You can now double left click on an 
image icon. The RAW image will appear in an overlaid window. At the base of this window 
it will ask if you wish to open this image. On doing so this image will appear in Photoshop 
in the normal way. You can now perform all your enhancements in the usual way. 

            If you now choose to change this format to Jpeg, simply go to “Save As “, name the image 
     and “ Save “. This will save the image as a Jpeg in the same folder. Repeat with the other  
     images as required. 
 
This method looks more complicated than it really is, but it works. Or do you know of a better 
method.?
