Member Profile - Neville Jackson

I know that it is customary for true Cockneys taiel to be born within the sound of Bow Bells; as
a Leicester person | can claim to have been battmimihe sound of the Leicester Gasworks Hooter
in 1931 on the Aylestone Road just to the soutthefGasworks. I lived there during the Second
World War, in 1947 moving to the northern edgeh&f Eyres Monsell Estate. | attended primary
and secondary schools close to my Aylestone Roatkhand later the City Boys Grammar school
in the centre of Leicester, leaving in 1947. Thieost buildings | attended are still there although
the City Boys is now the headquarters of Age Camcer

On leaving school | started work at Wildt & Co, amufacturer of sock and "body" knitting
machines situated on the Aylestone Road aboutesuoilth of my birthplace — the firm and
buildings are no longer there. Whilst at Wildtsteaded the Leicester Technical College to study
Mechanical Engineering. In 1952 | moved my job tarkvat Burgess Products in Hinckley and
stayed there until my retirement in 1996. On ourriage in 1954 my wife, Pat - also an Aylestone
girl, and | moved to live in Hinckley — were stilere.

In the late sixties/early seventies we adoptedtalny boys — both are now married and we have
two granddaughters.

My interest in photography was kindled when, for 24 birthday, | was given a Zeiss Tengor box
camera. This took sixteen shots on 127 roll filmithA4 desire to get into colour slides, |
subsequently aquired an Edixa 35mm camera. | jdinedHinckley & District Photographic
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Society and was advised, at the time, that onedaoet get high quality prints from small 35mm
negatives — the norm for exhibitions and some eglerompetitions (internal competition prints
could be smaller) at the time was to make 20x16 prints mounted on a board without a border —
black and white, of course — large developing disliere needed. This led to the purchase of an
Agifold camera which produced 12 - 6x6cm negatimed 20 roll film and subsequently a
Microcord twin lens reflex camera. | did reasonalsil in club competitions and on the Exhibition
Circuit but | never produced top-flight work. Oveeperiod | was the Hinckley Society's Secretary
and its President.

In 1951, at the Festival of Britain | saw showigsS3-D films which inspired me to dabble in
stereo photography alongside my normal work. lgdithe Stereoscopic Society — a long standing
society formed in 1893. For some eighteen yearad tlie Society's Treasurer and later its
Chairman; | retired after a long period as Secyetithe end of last year and became its Vice-
President Emeritus which means that | don't nowehiawdo anything!. For some twenty years |
chaired a group organising an International Extihibf Stereo Photography on behalf of the Third
Dimension Society — the judging event often toakcpl at The Cedars in Barwell. For many years
we had an annual showing of the Exhibition at &CE meeting; its conversion to digital
presentation will need us to re-think arrangeméantshe future.

Over a number of years | was involved with the Midl Counties Photographic Federation — an
association of camera clubs of which the ESCC w8 amember. | served on its Council for a
number of years and became its Secretary (196 &v®President (1972-73). For my services, |
was awarded an APAGB (Associate of the Photografhi@nce of Great Britain) and in 1996 my
name was added to the MCPF "Roll of Honour'. Foneséorty years | was on the PAGB
Lecturers’ List and did many shows of 3-D slidesnjoyed visiting numerous camera clubs and
made many friends.

For some year years | taught photography classdsickley, Market Bosworth, Earl Shilton ( now
William Bradford) and at The Cedars, Barwell. NevNWorrall's excellent summary of the history
of the ESCC in the current programme well coversmiglvement in the club’s formation.

In respect of photographic subjects, | don't hatevaurite; I've tried my hand at most things
including landscape and table-top work. At one tim&s was quite successful with portraiture and
| enjoyed messing about with photoflood lamps; heser quite got to grips with the different
techniques required for studio flash.

Finally, in some ways | am regarded as the founéi¢he Earl Shilton Camera Club and, naturally,
| am delighted at the recent up-turn in the Club&mbership.
